4. PUBLIC MEETING

The Chair welcomed those attending the second Public Meeting.

The Chair advised that purpose of the Public Meeting is to inform and provide the public with
the opportunity to ask questions, or to express views with respect to the Final Draft of the
Comprehensive Zoning By-law.

The Chair advised that the members of Council are here to observe and listen to public
comments; however, they will not provide a position on the matter.
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The Chair informed attendees when Council makes a decision, should you disagree with
that decision, the Planning Act provides you with an opportunity to appeal this application to
the Ontario Municipal Board for a hearing. Please note that if a person or public body does
not make oral submissions at a public meeting or written submissions to the Township of
Puslinch before the decision is made, the person or public body is not entitled to appeal the
decision of the Township of Puslinch to the Ontario Municipal Board. In addition, if a person
or public body does not make an oral submission at a public meeting, or make written
comments to the Township of Puslinch before the decision is made, the person or public
body may not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the Ontario Municipal
Board unless, in the opinion of the Board, there are reasonable grounds to do so.

The Chair noted that the Planning Act requires that at least one Public Meeting be held for
a Comprehensive Zoning By-law.

The Chair instructed the format of the Public Meeting is as follows:

e The consultant, Nancy Reid of Stantec, will present the purpose and details of the
Draft By-law and any further relevant information.

e Following this, the public can obtain clarification, ask questions and express their
views on the proposal.

e The Township will attempt to answer questions or respond to concerns this evening.
If this is not possible, the Township will follow up and obtain this information.
Responses will be provided when this matter is brought forward and evaluated by
Council at a later date.

1. Statutory Public Meeting — Final Draft Comprehensive Zoning By-law

a. Presentation by Nancy Reid of Stantec, Consultant for the Township
b. Public Comment — An opportunity will be provided to those in attendance to make
comment on the Final Draft Comprehensive Zoning By-law

Nancy Reid of Stantec presented the project, detailing that a comprehensive response chart
has been ongoing since January 2017 where all comments have been recorded and will be
addressed in a report to Council. The chart will be available in January for review. The goals of
the project are being met to align with the Township’s Strategic Plan, urban design guidelines
and the County of Wellington Official Plan. Key changes in the new zoning by-law include
parking and general provisions, a user friendly layout where similar zone classifications have
been grouped for comparison and defined terms are bolded. Site specific zones are now
located in one list, and the site specific zones have not changed where they have met the
criteria to be maintained in the new by-law. Four new overlays are now shown in the by-law
that show Conservation Authority regulated areas, source water protection areas,
environmental protection areas, floodplains. Minimum lot areas have been increased, but
flexibility can be achieved by completing a satisfactory hydrogeology study. There have been
many comments relating to kennels and currently a best practices review is underway. It is
requested that any site-specific property discussions be addressed separately.

Doug Lane noted the GRCA has visited some properties to review the Natural Environment
boundaries and he was not aware the GRCA offered this service and acknowledged he
understood that amendments to a flood plain require more in depth studies.

Nancy Reid confirmed that the GRCA did follow up with some landowners in November.

Doug Lane commented that if the floodplain does change, he would like to understand how
this could affect his property.

Nancy Reid indicated that if a Conservation Authority changes a floodplain limit, the change
would be immediately in effect.

Marc Reid summarized a letter written on behalf of the Wellington Federation of Agriculture,
noting that farms need to remain competitive and that Prime Agricultural lands already provide
protection to the needs of farmers, and does not agree with any expansion to the natural
Environment Zone. There are concerns with putting restrictions and limitations in the by-law
with regard to accessory farm help accommodations, outdoor storage, structure height and
farm businesses.
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Marc Reid indicated he would be happy to meet with Nancy Reid to review the letter.

Bev Wozniak remarked that employment lands should be located along Concession 7 Rd.
down to Wellington Rd. 34, where there are services such as gas, hydro and planned future
upgrades to Concession 7 Rd. It is not economical to have the future industrial lands located
on the west side of the Hanlon Expressway.

Tony Horvat of Slovenski Park indicated he contacted the GRCA about possible Natural
Environment mapping errors and he was hoping to get an update.

Nancy Reid indicated that Tony Horvat should contact the GRCA for an update.

Lisa Brown commented that she wrote a letter in opposition to pre-zoning lands as she does
not know how it will affect tax assessments.

Barclay Nap indicated that all farms are businesses and he thinks a better term would be
“farm-related business” and that “farm produce sales” should be called “farm product sales”.
Limiting farm businesses to selling products only produced on a farm does not allow farmers to
locally support each other. Limiting farm related businesses to a maximum of 2 employees is
also restrictive

Barclay Nap noted there is confusion between the difference of a farm greenhouse and a
commercial greenhouse and that the farm accessory help accommodation dwelling sizes are
too large. Also, farm accessory accommodations should be able to be located near the farm
operation, not in a cluster with the main dwelling as currently proposed.

Barclay Nap continued that sugar shacks should be a structure permitted in the Natural
Environment Zone, bed & breakfasts should be permitted in urban zones as that is where
many are located in other municipalities where there is access to public transportation and
local businesses. Micro-breweries and wineries should be permitted in the Industrial Zone as
well as the Agricultural Zone.

Phil O’Dell indicated he has been in contact with the GRCA about an environmental overlay
but was not sure if Stantec has received that correspondence. He has some minor concerns
such as the definition of museum should also be related to humanity, home industries in the
Agricultural Zone not permitting warehousing and the limit of 2 off-site employees permitted for
home industries.

Phil O’Dell indicated that section 4.1a(i) will restrict land locked properties that do not have
frontage on a road.

Robert Milburn questioned what could be the potential negativity of the proposed zoning by-
law.

Mark Stone noted that it depends on one’s perspective. Some may say an expanded Natural
Environment is restrictive but others may want to be surrounded by environmentally protected
lands. Inadvertently there may be negatives that the Township will not be aware of, but the
intent is to open up more land uses and property permissions. Township Council gave
direction for the project to be progressive and forward thinking.

Robert Milburn asked if there had been any consultation with the City of Guelph because the
project should be compatible with the future land uses in Guelph. There is also a concern that
senior residences are not permitted in Puslinch.

Nancy Reid indicated that the project is not a visionary exercise such as a Secondary Plan to
an Official Plan. The absence of municipal services in Puslinch restricts higher density
development such as senior residences, however the Township has opened up more options
for accessory apartments and garden suites.

Robert Milburn questioned if landowners have been made aware of changes to their
properties.

Nancy Reid remarked that there have not been individual mail outs but the Township has
extensively advertised the project.

Dianne Paron asked when the potential adoption date of the by-law will be.

Karen Landry indicated that it is the same process as a typical zoning amendment and when
passed by Council in early 2018, there will be an appeal period.
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Dianne Paron questioned that if the comprehensive zoning by-law is appealed would it be all of
it or would just the sections relating to the appeal be part of the OMB appeal with the rest of
the by-law coming into effect.

Mark Stone indicated the Township will have to wait to see the nature of any appeal to
determine what will happen.

C. Capital

Unlike labor services, which are rented on an ongoing basis at a relatively easily quantifiable
price, capital equipment rental prices must be imputed because capital is purchased in one time
period but delivers a flow of service over many subsequent time periods.

In addition, the “stock” of capital at any one point in time must be calculated in a way that
permits comparisons across time. This is due to the fact that the “value” of the capital stock is
affected by many variables. First, at any point in time there are varying vintages of capital that a
company uses, some purchased recently and others that have been in use for much longer periods
of time. The existence of heterogeneous types of plant and equipment® and the simultaneous
use of capital of varying vintages at different stages of depreciation requires a method of
comparison. Second, besides the initial purchase price, other variables affect the value of the
capital stock, such as tax laws, depreciation, interest rates, and the differences between
accounting and economic cost.

To measure the economic value of such assets, we must: (1) account for the loss of economic
value represented by depreciation; and (2) adjust for changes in plant construction prices over
time. A measure of the capital stock that meets these requirements is the “replacement cost of
plant” expressed in constant dollars, as discussed below.

1. Capital quantity

For the capital quantity, we measure the replacement cost of distribution plant expressed in
constant dollars. One common method of measuring the replacement cost of distribution plant
expressed in constant dollars is the perpetual inventory method which accounts for the presence
of different vintages of capital stock at any given point in time.*?

The first year of our data sample (1972) is the base year. The first year for which capital
information is available (1964) is the benchmark year. From the benchmark year forward, we
adjust capital stock annually to reflect actual capital stock additions and actual capital stock
retirements.® In the benchmark year (1964), there is capital of varying vintages in place.
Because the vintages of this capital stock are not known to us, we must approximate them.** By
